If your mare fails to produce a live foal from the breeding, I Sarah-Jane Slater the registered owner of the Stallion “Fallen Ash Scouts Spellbound” will breed the same mare again without charging another stud fee. If the foal stands after birth and nurses for up to 48 hours from the mare this is considered a live foal...
The re-breeding must take place before the end of the following years breeding season.
Substitution of a different AMHA registered mare may only take place on approval of the owner. Before re-breeding the Stallion a veterinary report will be required, giving the cause for the problem. This is to ensure that the mare is healthy & able to carry a foal, and to check for genetic incompatibilities. (There are certain genetic crosses that are lethal to the foals, re-breeding in such cases will not be permitted, so therefore a substitution will be allowed of another mare, or I will return the stud fee.  After 3 unsuccessful tries, I will require substitution of another mare at this point there will be no return of Stud Fee.
Other incidental expenses, such as mare care & board, shipping/transport cost, etc. will have to be paid by the mare owner.
If your mare does not become pregnant within two breeding seasons, you no longer have the right to rebreed that mare to that stallion, and you forfeit all fees paid to myself
The contract cannot be transferred to another person or mare without the consent of myself and this applies if the mare is sold to a new owner.
 
A veterinary certificate confirming the pregnancy will be required at no later than 120 days gestation.  In addition, a veterinarian must certify that the mare has aborted or that the foal died before standing and nursing.
 The conditions above are considered fair and without prejudice.
